White Wines
1 Chardonnay Inzolia (unoaked) Il Paradosso, Italy £ 3.95  £ 5.45  £ 15.80

A dry white with scents of apricot and honey, yet surprising on the finish with strong exotic fruity overtones.
2 Sauvignon Ugni Blanc Le Pionnier, France £ 4.05  £ 5.55  £ 16.10

Crisp with aromas of grapefruit, pear and elderflower and exotic fruit on the palate.
3 Chenin Blanc ‘Stonedale’, Rietvallei Estate, South Africa £ 4.35  £ 5.95  £ 17.30

Fragrant and dry with fresh citrus and pineapple fruit flavours that mingle with apple and lime on the palate.
4 Pinot Grigio San Antonio, Veneto, Italy £ 4.90  £ 6.75  £ 19.55

A clean, well balanced dry white with an elegant perfume, fresh appley fruit and subtle peach and pear flavours which linger on the finish.
5 Macon Villages Caves de Lugny, France £ 22.55

This un-oaked Burgundy is ripe and complex with nutty flavours and buttery palate.
6 Gavi Tenute Neirano, Italy £ 24.55

The aroma is perfumed with honeysuckle and almond and the palate is beautifully balanced, finishing with a distinct bittersweet sensation.
7 Sauvignon Blanc Turning Heads, Marlborough, New Zealand £ 27.95

A typically vibrant aroma of ripe gooseberries, herbs and nettles with tropical flavours of pineapple and lime.
8 Pouilly Fumé Domaine Belair, France £ 29.50

Rich aromas of nettles, gooseberry and minerals, followed on the palate by good weight of fruit and acidity with a flinty finish.
9 Chablis Domaine N&G Fevre, France £ 31.50

Peach, pear and citrus aromas balanced with a very distinct minerality. The palate is rich and intense with a very nice mineral balance.
10 Meursault ‘les Grands Charrons’, Domaine Bouzereau, France 2006 £ 48.00

Exotic with the bouquet of toasted hazelnut, almond and butterscotch yet elegant and supple with a hint of toasted oak.

Rose Wine
11 Pinot Grigio ‘Ramato’ Il Barco, Veneto, Italy £ 5.35  £ 7.20  £ 21.50

An aroma of peach and rose petals with soft, red fruit flavours on the palate. Excellent to drink with fish and white meats.
12 Grenache Carignan Rosé ‘Le Poussin’, Sacha Lichine, France £ 23.20

A delicate, pale pink with floral, rose petal scents, and a dry well balanced palate of supple summer fruits.

Red Wines
13 Shiraz Nero d'Avola Il Paradosso, Italy £ 3.95  £ 5.45  £ 15.80

The bouquet is slightly spicy and fruity with notes of blackberries, blueberries & mulberries. Smooth with a pleasant sensation of ripe fruit.
14 Grenache Merlot Le Pionnier, France £ 4.10  £ 5.60  £ 16.20

Soft and fruity with summer fruits, rich berry flavours and a subtle spicy finish.
15 Cabernet Sauvignon Los Caminos, Chile £ 4.15  £ 5.70  £ 16.40

Soft and supple, well structured and rich with blackcurrant and cherry fruit.
16 Pinotage Tulbagh Winery, South Africa £ 4.60  £ 6.35  £ 18.40

Aromas of sweet plums, warm spice and vanilla oak. On the palate the wine is generously fruity with soft tannins ripe plummy finish.
17 Merlot La Playa, Colchagua Valley, Chile £ 19.55

Intense aromas of black fruits, menthol and red berries. In the mouth it is creamy and round with soft tannins and a long, savoury finish.
18 Cotes du Rhone Domaine de la Poulardière, France £ 20.40

Rich and fragrant with aromas of red fruits, blackcurrant and green peppers, warm succulent stone fruits.
19 Chianti Colli Senesi Poggio Cavalli, Tuscany, Italy £ 21.55

Soft, rounded and medium bodied with fresh red fruits, a touch of oak from a brief maturation in barrel and a typical bittersweet finish. 
20 Beaujolais Villages Château de Nety, France £ 24.20

Aromas of fresh strawberries scents precede a well balanced juicy flavour with hints of plum and stoned cherry.
21 Rioja Crianza Marques de Caceres, Spain £ 28.00

Well balanced with softness and structure. Blackcurrants and forest fruits mingle on the palate with a subtle touch of vanilla on the nose.
22 Fleurie Emile Chandesais, France £ 30.45

An abundance of juicy summer fruits. Strong ripe strawberry and cherry fruit in the mouth are complimented by a soft, full finish.
23 Chateau Gachon Montagne, St Emilion, France £ 33.10

Soft aromas of cherry, cassis, and spice. On the palate it is well balanced with a solid tannic structure and a soft mid-palate of red berries.
24 Chateauneuf du Pape Domaine du Grand Tinel, France £ 39.95

Wild herbs, cedar and pepper. It has a rustic and richness to the flavour with quite a strong spicy character. Full-bodied and chunky.

Sparkling Wine
25 Prosecco Brut Borgo Col del Alto, Italy NV £ 23.10

A clean, fruity aroma of flowers, honey and apple leading to a well balanced, light and fresh palate.
26 Raboso Rosé Borgo Col del Alto, Italy NV £ 23.10

Produced in the Prosseco style, fragrant with summer fruit aromas, fresh and lively on the palate.

Champagne
27 House Champagne Malherbe Brut NV £ 38.00

Strong aromas with hints of red fruits and citrus, this wine is a classic example of its terroir. A
persistent mousse, it is round and full in the mouth with hints of vanilla and biscuits.

28 Laurent Perrier Brut NV £ 56.00
Pale gold in colour with a delicate and complex nose with hints of citrus and white fruits.
Fresh and easy on the palate with full flavours, plenty of fruit, good balance and length

Dessert Wines
29 Muscat de Beaumes de Venise Domaine Beaumalric, France £ 19.10

Apricot, peach, orange peel and coconut aromas followed by unctuous, opulent layers of exotic fruit flavours on the palate.
